Since most people have no real-
world experience interacting with autism, many learn about autism through popular films
and TV shows. The content and influence of educational information contained in such
works deserves attention and inspection. This article sorts out the previous literature and
develops a questionnaire as a pilot study of how film and television works describing

autism affect movie viewers' attitudes.
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
